At our meeting with the Live & Local

Arts Project co-ordinator, we agreed in

County Council charge an arrangement

fee of £250-£350. They also take 70% of profit (after expenses) and we get
the remainder.

For that reason, we
need your support. If we are to bring regular, live entertainment to Austrey
and clear our costs we will need to fill the Hall every time.

Thomas Farriner wants to build and operate a bakery in Pudding Lane, near

¢ that hot fire kindling and coals could set alight
the wooden decking

¢ the burning wooden decking could set the
wooden frame of the building alight

, ¢ this in turn could lead to the roof frame and

( thatch becoming enflamed

Thomas refuses to admit the possibility that this small conflagration could harm
any of his neighbour’s property or their persons. He adamantly, arrogantly, and
(only having regard for his own business prospects) blithely dismisses any
suggestion that a local fire getting beyond the ability of fire-fighters, might
spread and cause a great fire with subsequent and consequent suffering as
well as a wide ranging wholesale destruction in his greater area.
